Sir,

1. Please refer to My RTI application dated 12 Jan 2012 and the response of the Nodal CPIO vide CVC/RTI/11/1915/1637    dated 02/02/2012.
2. It was requested that as CVC has committed to take appropriate steps if it finds a complaint to be motivated or vexatious. Please indicate what mechanism /procedure has CVC adopted to determine if a complaint is motivated or vexatious. The CPIO has directed me to Paras 4.17.1 to 4.17.5 of Chapter IV of the CVC manual. It may please be noted that the request was concerning ‘mechanism /procedure has CVC adopted to determine if a complaint is motivated or vexatious’ while the CPIO is referring to ACTION AGAINST PERSONS MAKING FALSE COMPLAINTS. Correct response may please be provided.
3. The CPIO was requested to provide as on date, since inception how many complaints received by the CVC or its CVOs have been found to be motivated or vexatious. Also against how many of these complainants( with name and date):

(i) Departmental Action has been initiated.

(ii) Criminal Prosecution has been taken.

(iii) Action pending with reason.

(iv) No action has been taken, with reason.

4. The CPIO has responded that the request does not constitute information as defined under section 2(f) of RTIA 2005 and that the public authority cannot be called upon to provide information, the collection of which exceeds the resources of the Public Authority.
5. The following is submitted for the consideration of the Appellate Authority:

(a) It is amply clear at Para 4.17.5 of the CVC manual that in case of vexatious complaints the action has to be taken by the ’Administrative Authority’ and not CVC. Hence in such cases matter would be referred to the administrative authority and would therefore be qualified as information under section 2(f) of the RTIA 2005.
(b) If there are many such cases and the collection of information as requested by me would exceed the resources of the CVC. Please provide details of last FIVE cases identified as vexatious by the CVC and the total number of such cases (numerical figure only).
